Paul Winstone
30" November 1951 - 18 July 2006

Paul Winstone, who has died at the age of 54, played a pivotal role in the
Development of Leicester as a national and international beacon of com-
munity cohesion. A staunch anti-fascist, he played a leading part fighting
racism in Leicester During the 1970s. A gifted speaker and organiser, he
went to become a pillar of the city’s anti-apartheid movement. More re-
cently . he was one of those instrumental in developing holocaust memo-
rial day in Leicester. As a policy officer at Leicester city council, for whom
he had worked for the passed twenty years, he was at the heart of initia-
tives to celebrate the city’s diversity and improve community relations.
He played a key role in the development of the Leicester council of faiths
and since his death leading Figures from all parts of the city have paid
generous tributes to his unparalleled knowledge of the local faith commu-
nities. His influence spread into many areas. In recent years he provided
invaluable support to Leicester’s Somali community, recognising their
depth of knowledge and experience and the enormous potential contribu-
tion they could make to the city. He also anchored the Leicester multi-
cultural advisory group, whose influential membership includes the editor
of the Leicester mercury, which paid a special editorial to him . He had a
richly deserved national and international reputation for his work on
equality and diversity. A regular conference speaker, he was contacted for
guidance . and advice from cities and organisations the world over. As a
committed European, he helped put Leicester onto the international stage
as a model of inter-community harmony through his work with bodies
such as Elaine the European local authority interactive network on ethnic
minority policies.. Paul’s early years were spent in the east end of London.
This had a formative effect of him, reflected in his deep personal concern
for others From every race and faith, his strong political convictions, in
recent years, his Christian faith. In Leicester, Paul had the trust of commu-
nity leaders, politicians, the media and the police alike. This ability to build
strong personal relationships with people from hugely disparate back-
grounds, coupled with a breadth of vision and depth of understanding,
made him a unique resource. As one leading inter-faith activist has said,
“every town needs a Paul”. His wife Siobhan, with whom he found great
happiness, survives him.

Paul Winstone, a Great Friend of the So-
mali Community (R.I.P.)

With the passing away of Paul Winstone last Tues-
day, the Somali community lost a great friend and
supporter at Leicester City Council’s Chief Execu-
tive Office. Paul was always supportive and acces-
sible and understood the intricate network of
relationships within the Somali community. He
always maintained his neutrality and integrity even
under intense pressure at times. Paul was always
seeking better ways of assisting the community in
a manner that would permit Somali people in
Leicester to run their own affairs and to access
significant resources and services. Although he did
not control a budget for community activities, he
was a great source of information and guidance on
how and where resources could be successfully
accessed. As a person, he was always well in-
formed and sought to inform himself about activi-
ties and opinion within the Somali community,
thus making him relevant and effective. Overall,
this friend of the Somali community was a great
humanitarian and human being. He will be sorely
missed by those who had come to know him and
had appreciated his input and assistance over the
past so many years. His sudden departure is a
great blow to us all. A great friend to SAEMP, he
was looking forward to receiving the first addition
of SAEMP NEWS and as such, this first addition of
SAEMP NEWS is dedicated to his memory.

Karen Chouhan’s Biography

Karen was selected by the Joseph Rowntree
Charitable Trust [JRCT], in May 2005, to be
one of seven ‘visionaries‘ with ideas to change
the world. Her ‘vision’ is to build a UK Black-led
community alliance capable of; shaping race
related legislation, reframing the discourse for
Black communities through an economic analy-
sis and forging international links with estab-
lished alliances e.g. RainbowPUSH (USA).

She was born in Pakistan and grew up in Lon-
don, England before going to Leicester where
she studied philosophy. After completing her
masters degree in “‘Race and Community Stud-
ies” in Bradford, Karen contributed to an era
of heightened Black British political activity as a
founding member of the Black members’ or-
ganisation of the National And Local Govern-
ment Officers [NALGO] know today as
UNISION.

Karen was a senior Lecturer at Leicester’s De
Montfort University for 12 years where she
became the programme leader for the MA in
Community Education. Karen was particularly
involved in developing partnerships for change
between academia and grassroots activism in
the UK’s Black communities.

She went on to work in local government for
seven years where one of her principal inter-
ests was the development of Black workers
groups and the civic engagement of local com-
munities.

Karen applied her growing experience as a
campaigning activist for human rights, by
becoming a founder member of the Na-
tional Black Caucus, the 1990 Trust and
the Belgrave Baheno women’s organisation
in Leicester. The same Belgrave Baheno
recently launched a multi-million pound
organisation called 'The Peepul Centre’
and Karen currently sits as their Chair. She
became the Chief Executive Officer at the
1990 Trust in 2000 and progressed plans in
building a national Black led Non-
Government Organisation, as a not for
profit charity, capable of providing timely
advice and effective advocacy in safe-
guarding human rights.
